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1.0 Introduction to Glorious Gardens

Glorious Gardenwasa two-year pilot project(201517)to research and record historic gardens and
designed landscapes in two aredsSzotland.The project focusedn properties whiclare not listed in

the Historic Scotland Inventory of Gardens and Designed Landscapes, but which still retain evidence for
their development and have some conservation value.

One strand of the pilot project, funded Ibjistoric Environment Scotland atite Heritage Lottery Fund,
focusedon gardens and designed landscapes (GDLS) in the Clyde & Avon Valley Landscape Partnership
(CAVLP) area while a separate strand, &shidy Historic Environment Scotland (HES), stugiegderties

in the Falkirk local authdyi area.

The Glorious Gardengilot projectwas initiated and managed by Scotland's Garden and Landscape
Heritage, who contracted Northlight Heritage to recruit, train and support groups of volunteers to
conduct the research and produce reports on prdpes in each area during 202917

2.0 Introductionto Milton Lockhart

Milton Lockhart designed landscape surrounds the site of Milton Lockhart Hloaiseas removed from

this location (NGR: NS 8128 49#bJapann 1987. The estate lies in the parish of Carl@auth

Lanarkshire, on thaorth side of the River Clyde. The property is bordered to the west and south by the
River Clyde and the A72 Hamilton to Lanark road, and to the north and east by woodland and parkland. It
lies south of Mauldslie Castle Estated to the east is Hallcraig. The lands of Overton Farm lie directly
across the Clyde.

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3.0 Methods

The study followed the project methodology, detailed in the Glorious Gardens Method Statement (see
project archive, held ahe National Record of the Historic Environmerdintained by HES

It involved the consultation of key historic maps, aerial photographs, local and national archives, and
databases of heritage assets and statutory designatidri®e results were entered on a Property
Information form, hosted on a secure server, to ensure a consistent level of recording.

The deskbased research was followed bgystematic walkover survey iaruaryFebruary2017 to

identify and record surviving components and key elements of the historic designed land3tepe.
survey employed a recording system designed for the project that combines written field notes; tablet
based data capture and photogray. All data gathered during the project are available for consultation
as part of the Glorious Gardens archive, helthatNational Record of the Historic Environment
maintained by HESThe sources consulted are listed in secion

The informationgathered has been synthesised to establish a baseline understanding of the
development of the designed landscape and its current state, including its overall structure, surviving
components and conservation opportunities.

4.0 Deskbased research results

4.1 Historicmaps

changes to the designed landscape which are captured on each of the more informative historic maps.

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The Mansion House was built in 1829 in Scofafonialstyle by William Lockhart and renamed
Milton Lockhart It is shown in some detail in the 1864 map and appears to be sited furthetheast
the previous housedose to a bend in the river.

This Ordnance Survey map of 1897 is the only one fthetdshows the position of an icehouse soultt
west of the stable complex and on the edge of a belt of tredsch are part of Milton Lockhart Wood
The @mddocks by the stables have gone, as have thesflouses in the wallecuglen. Two buildings,
possibly one a glasshouse from the walled gardhewe appeared in the area nortast of the end of
the terracing The sundial has returned to the walled garden.

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There is little change from the 18®dap. Itwas no longer the policy to map the internal layout of
walled gardens by the time of the 2nd edition. As a result, it is not clear how the Mitickhart
gardenwas laid out.The sundial appears to have been removed from the walled gafdere are
fewer paths and trees in the parkland to the rear of the haudee enclosures south of Burnetholm
have gone.
